What is the Phonics Screening Check?

• A word-reading test at the end of Year 1.

• Children read 40 words.



Speed Sounds Set 3



‘Special Friends’, ‘Fred Talk’



Nonsense words



Teach every child to read



Virtual Classroom films



Practice at home



What can I do?

1. Help your child to use ‘Special Friends’, 
‘Fred Talk’ to read words.

2. Practise reading sounds speedily.       

3. Watch the Virtual Classroom films together.     

4. Listen to your child read their Storybook   
every day.

• The screen check is the Governments statutory 

assessment tool to analyse children’s individual 

phonic knowledge. 

• It will help the school to confirm whether your 

child has learnt phonic decoding to an appropriate 

standard and will identify sounds needing further 

consolidation in Year 2. 

• The phonics screening check will take commence 

from Monday 12th June 2023.
